PURPOSE
Through the power of information, provides California consumers a critical tool for leveraging their purchasing power to eradicate slavery and trafficking from product supply chains.
BACKGROUND
Today nearly 12.3 million people — equal to nearly one-third of California’s total population —work in some form of forced labor worldwide.  Of those, nearly 2.5 million are estimated to have been trafficked.

There are approximately 10,000 forced laborers working in the US at any given time.  Estimates show that between 14,500 and 17,500 victims are trafficked into the US every year.  California is one of four top trafficking destination states in the US.
Existing state and federal laws make human trafficking a crime.  They provide various remedies and supports to victims.  Yet, state and federal laws have do little to address the growing markets that consume products tainted with slavery and trafficking.
In September 2009, the US Dept of Labor released its “List of Goods Produced by Child or Forced Labor.”  It found nearly 122 goods from 58 countries believed to be tainted with forced and/or child labor.

Many of those goods are consumed in CA—home to the 10th largest economy in the world with hundreds of billions of dollars of imports pouring in each year.
BILL SUMMARY
Beginning January 1, 2012, requires every retailer and manufacturer doing business in California and having more than $100 million in annual gross receipts to:

· Develop, maintain, and disclose its efforts to eradicate slavery and human trafficking from its supply chain.
· Requires the disclosure to be posted on the company’s website and provided to consumers in writing upon request.
· Requires the disclosure to include the extent to which the company:

· Uses 3rd party verification to evaluate and address human trafficking and slavery risks in product supply chains

· Conducts independent, unannounced audits of suppliers to ensure compliance with company standards on trafficking slavery

· Maintains internal accountability for employees and contractors failing to meet company standards on slavery and trafficking

· Provides company employees and management training on mitigating risks of slavery and trafficking in supply chains
· Provides the exclusive remedy for non-compliance with the provisions of the bill is an injunction from the Attorney General.
